To clean
the main unit wipe down with a soft
damp cloth.

2. Once emery pad is removed turn the
Pedi Vac™ cover counter clock wise to
open shavings chamber (Figure ).

3. Slowly remove circular sponge filter from

chamber. Rinse filter with warm water
and allow to air dry.

of the chamber with the provide
shavings remover brush (Figure J).
